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CHELTENHAM
Cheltenham is a watering place, a 
municipal and parliamentary borough 
and market town, the head of a petty 
sessional division and county court 
district, having bankruptcy jurisdiction; 
it has a district registry of the High 
Court of Justice and is the headquarters 
of the county police. For ecclesiastical 
purposes it is in the rural deanery and 
archdeaconry of Cheltenham and diocese 
of Gloucester. It is 94 miles by road 
from London, 109 by rail via Oxford and 
121 via Swindon. The principal railway 
station is that in St. James’s square in 
the centre of the town and there are other 
stations in Malvern road & Queen’s road. 
There is also a Race Course station which 
is open on race days only.

Motor omnibus services are provided 
by the Cheltenham and District Traction 
Company.

The town was unrepresented until the 
passing of the Reform Act, 1832 (2 and 
3 Wm. IV. c. 45), under which enactment 
it became entitled to one member; under 
the Boundary Act, 1888, a portion of the 
parish of Leckhampton was included in 
the parliamentary borough, and by the 
Redistribution of Seats Act, 1885 (48 & 
49 Viet. c. 23), so much of the parish of 
Charlton Kings as lies to the north of the 
Cheltenham and Banbury railway was 
added. The borough was again extended, 
Nov. 9, 1893, by further additions from 
the parishes of Leckhampton and Charl­
ton Kings. Under the county of Glouces­
ter Review Order, 1935, further parts of 
the parish of Charlton Kings and Leck­
hampton and parts of the parishes of 
Prestbury and Upper Hatherley were 
transferred to the borough. Under the 
Representation of the People Act, 1918, 
Cheltenham still returns one member. 
Until 1876 the town was governed by 
thirty commissioners appointed under the 
Cheltenham Improvement Act, 1852; but 
under the Royal Charter of Incorporation, 
obtained in September, 1876, the borough 

had a corporation, consisting of a mayor, 
deputy mayor, six aldermen and 18 
councillors, and the municipal borough 
was divided into six wards, co-extensive 
with the parish. In 1933 the borough 
was divided into eight wards, and the 
council now consists of 8 aidermen and 24 
councillors.

The town derives its name from the 
small river Chelt, which runs through 
the town, which is situated on an ex­
tensive plain, sheltered on the north and 
east by the Cotswold Hills. The water­
works for the supply of water are on the 
slopes of the Cotswolds, in the Dowdes- 
well valley, and in addition a supply is 
obtained from the Severn at Tewkes­
bury. The town is lighted by electricity 
and gas is available. The corporation 
own the Pitville Gardens, and the Mont­
pellier Spa, gardens, mineral wells and 
baths. The central spa is situated at the 
Town hall where all the mineral waters 
are dispensed.

Pittville park, opened in 1894, includes 
the Pittville gardens and a lake, rowing 
course and recreation ground at Marie 
Hill; the property comprises 15 acres.

Eleven acres of land on either side of 
College road were purchased in 1928 by 
the Corporation and laid out as an orna­
mental park and recreation ground. The 
Corporation also bought Leckhampton 
Hill Estate, comprising about 400 acres, 
for the benefit of the town.

Naunton Park, situated to the south­
east of the town, comprises about 8 acres. 
There is also a recreation ground in 
Whaddon road.

Adjoining Sandford Park is an open-air 
swimming pool, constructed on a site 
covering 4^ acres in 1935: the pool 
measures 165 feet by 90 feet: a 
children’s pool was added in 1938.

The South African War Memorial, on 
the Promenade, was unveiled in 1907 and 
includes the figure of a soldier in bronze.
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In 1914 a statue in bronze was unveiled 

on the Promenade as a memorial to 
Edward Adrian Wilson B.A., M.B., F.Z.S. 
born in Cheltenham 1872, chief of the 
scientific staff, artist and zoologist of the 
British Antarctic Expedition, 1910-1913. 
He reached the South Pole January 17, 
1912, and died with Capt. Scott on the 
great ice barrier, March, 1912.

In 1914 a stone statue of King Edward 
VII, surmounting a drinking fountain, 
was erected at Montpellier.

An obelisk on a base of three steps was 
erected in 1920-21, opposite the municipal 
offices as a memorial to the 1,266 men 
from Cheltenham who fell in the Great 
War, 1914-18.

Cheltenham is celebrated for its 
mineral springs which were discovered 
in the year 1716. The principal water— 
Pittville—is obtainable at the Town Hall 
Spa and at the Spa Medical Baths.

The following analysis of the Pittville 
water was carried out in 1945 by Mr. 
Arnold Woodmansey M.Sc., F.R.I.C.

The Pittville or Alkaline Saline is note­
worthy as being the only alkaline natural 
water in Great Britain. Generally speak­
ing, the Pittville alkaline water is adapted 
to such complaints as gastro-intestinal 
intoxication, congestion of the liver, 
neurasthenia, arteriosclerosis, chronic 
gout and rheumatism. The general 
physiological effect is antacid and mildly 
diuretic.

The parish church of St. Mary is a 
cruciform building of stone, in the Early 
English, Decorated and Perpendicular 
styles, consisting of chancel, clerestoried 
nave, aisles, transepts, north porch and a 
central tower with octagonal spire, con­
taining a clock and a peal of 12 bells; in 
1912 the spire was restored and the bells 
rehung, when two new bells were given 
by Aiderman Winterbotham J.P.: on the 
east side of the north transept is a circular 
window 45 feet in circumference, divided 
by radiating mullions into 33 compart­
ments: the original canopied piscina, 
is of Decorated character, and forms a 
square recess flanked by buttresses, with 
an arch on the east and north sides: the 
church contains a number of memorials 
and stained windows: the south transept 
retains a piscina and aumbry: in the 
church yard are two stone coffins. The 
church was restored in 1877: the vestry 
to the north of the chancel and a porch 
to the south aisle were added in 1893: 
there are 670 sittings. The register 
commences with the year 1558. The 
living is a rectory, with St. Matthew’s 
annexed, with residence, in the gift of 
the Simeon’s trustees, and has been held 
since 1937 by the Rev. John Brownson 
Goodliffe M.A. of St. John’s College, 
Oxford, who is hon. canon of Gloucester 
and hon. chaplain to the Bishop of 
Gloucester.

St. Matthews’s church, in Clarence 
street, a chapel of ease to the parish 
church, erected in 1878-79, is an edifice 
of local stone, with Bath stone dressings, 
in the Gothic style of the 13th century, 
consisting of apsidal chancel with aisles, 
clerestoried nave, aisles, transepts, north 
porch and a tower with spire at the 
north-west angle: the reredos is panelled 
and adorned with marble and mosaic 
work, with the Tables of Commandments 
in lead letters: the pulpit is of stone, 
with alabaster and marble mosaic 
inlays, bordered with boldly carved 
foliage: the font is of Caen stone: there 
are sittings for upwards of 1,400 persons.

Christ Church is an ecclesiastical 
parish, formed in 1865; the church, at 
Lansdown, erected in 1840, is a structure 
of freestone, in the Early English style, 
consisting of chancel, nave, transepts, 
north and south porches and an em­
battled western tower, with four 
pinnacles and containing a clock and 
one bell: m 189d the dome and walls 
of the apse were painted in fresco: a 
reredos was erected and the walls lined 

with jasper and marble: a bronze tablet 
inside the main entrance to the church 
commemorates the men of the parish 
and the men of the 10th Batt. Gloucester­
shire Regiment who fell in the Great 
War, 1914-18, and in 1932 the colour of 
this battalion was laid up in the church: 
the church was restored internally in 
1887-97, and re-decorated in 1925, and 
affords about 1,600 sittings. The register 
dates from the year 1865. The living is 
a perpetual curacy, in the gift of Simeon’s 
trustees, and has been held since 1949 by 
the Ven. Edw’ard N. Spear M.A. of Wad­
ham College, Oxford.

Holy Trinity is an ecclesiastical parish 
and the church in Portland street 
is in Gothic style with western tower and 
eight pinnacles: it was erected, and con­
secrated on April 11th, 1823. A peal of 
synthetic bells was presented in 1938. 
The register dates from the year 1823. 
The living is a vicarage, in the gift of 
Simeon’s trustees, and has been held 
since 1936 by the Rev. James Mervyn 
Glass D.D., F.R.G.S. There are also a 
Mission Hall, erected in 1880, and infants’ 
school, built in 1893. The boys’ and 
girls’ school was renovated and almost 
rebuilt in 1908.

St. James’ is an ecclesiastical parish, 
formed in 1916 from Christ Church, 
St. Stephen, SS. Philip and James, 
Leckhampton and St. Luke’s parishes: 
the church, in Suffolk square, erected 
in 1830, is a building of stone, in the 
Late Perpendicular style, consisting 
only of nave with apse, and a western 
turret containing one small bell: the 
church was internally restored in 1876- 
82, and affords 1,200 sittings. The 
register dates from the year 1876. The 
living is a perpetual curacy, in the gift 
of the rector of Cheltenham, and has been 
held since 1941 by the Rev. Ernest James 
Morritt Eldridge O.B.E.

St. John’s is an ecclesiastical parish, 
formed in 1866: the church, in Berkeley 
street, was consecrated in 1829. It is a 
building of stone, in the Gothic style, 
consisting of apsidal chancel, nave, aisles 
and an incomplete tower, containing a 
clock and one bell: there are about 1,050 
sittings. The register dates from the 
year 1866, the building having previously 
been a proprietary chapel. The living 
is a perpetual curacy, in the gift of 
Simeon’s trustees, and has been held 
since 1916 by the Rev. Cyril Henry Lan­
caster M.A., hon C.F. of St. Edmund 
Hall, Oxford.

St. Luke’s is an ecclesiastical parish, 
formed in 1855: the church, situated 
on the cornel of College road and St. 
Luke’s road, is an edifice of stone, in 
the Early English style, consisting of 
chancel, enlarged in 1866, clerestoried 
nave of ten bays, aisles, transepts, south 
porch and a western tower with spire 
containing a clock and one bell: there 
is a carved stone reredos and an oak 
screen between the chancel and vestry: 
the chancel was restored in 1889-91, 
there are 1,100 sittings. The register 
dates from the year 1854. The living is 
a perpetual curacy, in the gift of the 
rector of Cheltenham, and has been held 
since 1943 by the Rev. Thomas John East­
wood M.A. of Gonville and Caius College, 
Cambridge.

Emmanuel, formerly a conventional 
district, was constituted an ecclesiastical 
parish in 1922. The church seats 450 
persons. The living is a vicarage, in the 
gift of the Bishop of Gloucester, and has 
been held since 1941 by the Rev. Edwin 
Charles Hanson M.A., hon. C.F. of 
Selwyn College, Cambridge.

St. Mark’s is an ecclesiastical parish, 
formed in 1860: the church, situated 
in the Church road, and consecrated in 
1862, is a building of stone, in the 
Gothic style, consisting of chancel, 
clerestoried nave of six bays, aisles, 
transepts, south porch and a western 
tower, with spire, and containing a 
clock and five bells : there is a carved oak 
screen leading to the vestry, erected as 
a memorial to the men of the parish who 
lost their lives in the Great War, 1914-18: 
the names are inscribed on two of the 
panels: the church was enlarged in 1888 
and affords 840 sittings. The register 
dates from, the year 1862. The living is 
a perpetual curacy, in the gift of the 
Martyrs Memorial Trust, and has been 
held since 1944 by the Rev. George Roger 
Woodhams M.A. of University College, 
Durham.

St. Barnabas Mission Church, situated 
in Orchard way, is a wuoden building and 
is a daughter church of St. Mark’s.

St. Paul’s is an ecclesiastical parish, 
formed in 1846: the church, in St. Paul’s 
road, erected in 1831, is an edifice of 
brick, with stone front, in the Classic 
style, and consists of chancel, nave, 
aisles, west porch and a low western 
tower containing one bell: it was reno­
vated in 1904 and in 1932 a chapel was 
dedicated to the memory of the Rev. 
Thomas Henry Cave-Moyle: there are 
over 1,200 sittings. The register dates 
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from the year 1830. The living is a 
perpetual curacy with residence, in the 
gift of the rector of Cheltenham, and has 
been held since 1929 by the Rev. William 
Retallack Bellerby, of St. John’s Hall, 
London College of Divinity, who is hon. 
canon of Gloucester Cathedral.

St. Peter’s is an ecclesiastical parish, 
formed in 1845: the church, in the 
Tewkesbury road, erected in 1849, is a 
building of stone, consisting of apsidal 
chancel, nave, transepts, north porch and 
a round central tower, rising from an 
octagonal lower stage, and finished with 
a conical roof and vane : at the north-west 
angle of the nave is a square turret con­
taining one bell: the font consists of a 
square bowl resting on a central pier, 
with four shafts at the angles: the roof 
was restored in 1912: there are 550 sit­
tings. The register dates from the year 
1849. The living is a perpetual curacy, 
in the gift of, five trustees, and has been 
held since 1934 by the Rev. Stanley James 
Richards, of King’s College, London. In 
the Churchyard near the main road is a 
cross of local stone, with a bronze laurel 
wreath and mounted on an octagonal 
base, erected in memory of the 140 men 
of the parish who lost their lives in the 
Great War 1914-18.

S3. Philip and James’, Leckhampton, 
is an ecclesiastical parish formed May 
14th, 1869: the church, in the Park 
district, is an edifice in the Late Perpen­
dicular style, consisting of chancel, 
clerestoried nave of five bays, aisles, side 
chapel, south-west porch and a western 
tower containing a clock and one bell: the 
side chapel is a memorial to the 39 men 
connected with this parish who fell in 
the Great War 1914-18; their names are 
inscribed on two panels of carved oak: 
there are 750 sittings. The register 
dates from the year 1863. The living is 
a perpetual curacy, with residence, in 
the gift of the Bishop of Gloucester, and 
has been held since 1940 by the Rev. 
Oswald D. Parker LL.D., B.A., B.Sc. of 
University College and King’s College, 
London.

St. Stephen’s is an ecclesiastical parish, 
formed in 1884 from that of Christ 
Church: the church, in St. Stephen’s 
road, consecrated in 1883, is a building 
in the Early English style, and consists 
of chancel, clerestoried nave of six bays, 
aisles, transepts, north and south porches 
and an incomplete tower at the north-west 
angle: the pulpit is of Caen stone, 
Cornish granite and alabaster: the Lady 
chapel is a memorial to the men con­

nected with the parish who fell in the 
Great War 1914-18: there are 650 
sittings. The register dates from the 
year 1884. The living is a perpetual 
curacy, with residence, in the gift of the 
Bishop of Gloucester, and has Been held 
since 1948 by the Rev. Arthur Janies 
Maxwell Saint M.A. of St. John’s Col­
lege, Oxford.

All Saints, Pittville, is an ecclesiastical 
parish, formed in 1869: the church, near 
to Pittville circus, is an edifice of stone, 
in the Early French Gothic style, and 
consists of chancel, with aisles, cleres- 
toried nave of five bays, aisles, transepts, 
south porch, lady chapel and an incom­
plete tower at the south-west angle, with 
a clock and one bell: the pulpit and 
reredos are of alabaster and freestone: 
most of the windows are stained: a rood 
screen of iron resting on a wall of 
alabaster was erected in 1893; the 
end of the church is decorated 
frescoes: there are 850 sittings, 
register dates from the year 1868.

A Calvary in 
the churchyard is in memory of the men

Cheltenham is included within the 
Roman Catholic diocese of Clifton.

The Roman Catholic church in St. 
James’s square, dedicated to St. Gregory 
the Great, was completed and opened in 
1857, and consecrated in 1877; it is an 
edifice of stone, in the Early Decorated 
style, and consists of chancel, clerestoried 
nave, aisles, chapels, transepts, north and 
west porches and a tower with parapet, 
and pinnacles and a spire: an oak 
panelled sacristy was erected in 1930.

The Roman Catholic Convent of La 
Sainte Union des Sacrds Coeurs is in St. 
James’s square.

St. Andrew’s Presbyterian Church of 
England, Fauconberg road, built in 1885, 
is an edifice of stone in the Early English 
style, and has a tower at the north-west 
angle, with a spire: there are 520 sittings.

Bethel Baptist chapel, Knapp road, 
built in 1820, has sittings for 650 
persons.

The Society of Friends’ meeting room 
is in Portland street.

The Highbury Congregational Church 
in Priory terrace was built in 1932, and 
has 380 sittings.
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North Place Church (Countess of 
Huntingdon’s Connexion), erected in 
1816, has 600 sittings.

The Unitarian chapel, Chapel walk, 
erected in 1832, has 250 sittings.

The Plymouth Brethren meet ih the 
Regent hall, Regent street.

There are four Baptist chapels: — 
Cambray chapel, built in 1855, is of brick 
with stone front, and has 1,100 sittings: 
Salem chapel, Clarence parade, is a 
building of stone, erected in 1844, and 
seating 1,300; Naunton Parade chapel, 
built in 1870, will seat 200; Gas Green 
Baptist chapel, Russell street, built in 
1864, has 200 sittings.

The Walker Memorial (Undenomina­
tional) church, Whaddon road, erected 
in 1884, is an iron building seating 250 
persons.

The Methodist churches are:—Great 
Norwood street, a building of stone, 
erected in 1845 and restored in 1889, with 
650 sittings, St. George’s Street, an edifice 
of brick with stone facings, built in 1839, 
and seating 900 persons; Swindon Road, 
erected in 1842, with 150 sittings; 
Gloucester Road, erected in 1911, with 
210 sittings, and Mersey Road with 
Sunday School and schoolroom attached.

The Salvation Army Citadel is in Bath 
road, and Goodwill post in Tewkesbury 
road.

St. Mary’s cemetery, formed in 1883, 
has one mortuary chapel.

The cemetery, in Priors road, at foot of 
the Cotswold Hills, formed in 1864, and 
since enlarged, has two chapels and a 
crematorium.

Thursday is the market day. The 
market, in the Gloucester road, was con­
structed by the Corporation. The corn 
market is held at the Lamb Hotel yard, 
in High street. There is a sale every day 
during main fruit season and on Tues­
days, Thursdays and Saturdays through­
out the year of fruit, vegetables, poultry 
and general dairy produce, which is con­
ducted by the Gloucestershire Marketing 
Society Limited.

The Town Hall, in Imperial Square, is 
a building of stone in the Renaissance 
style, completed in 1903. It contains a 
hall for concerts, balls &c.: including 
galleries, the hall will seat 1,250 per­
sons, in addition to the stage and 
orchestra, which holds about 250 persons. 
The Town Hall also contains a central 
spa, where the waters from the principal 
medicinal springs can be obtained.

There are municipal offices in the 
Promenade comprising the council 
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chamber, committee rooms, offices of the 
town clerk and all other corporation de­
partments.

The New Club (established 1872), on 
the Promenade, is a building of stone.

The Young Men’s Christian Association 
have a club house situated on the Prome­
nade ; it contains a large caf6 and hostel.

The Public library, in Clarence street, 
is a building in the Italian style with 
Elizabethan details, the foundation stone 
being laid in 1887. The Library contains 
91,000 volumes, including lending and 
reference departments, and there is a 
news room. A junior department was 
opened in 1930.

The Art Gallery and Museum are 
attached to the Public Library: the 
former was opened in 1899, and the 
Museum added in 1907. The Museum 
contains a local geological collection, 
print room, decorative art room with 
cases of Greek and Roman bronzes, 
pottery and ancient glass, and a Chinese 
porcelain room: it is open daily from 10 
a.m. to 5 p.m. and on Wednesdays and 
Saturdays from 10 a.m. to 6 p.m.; ad­
mission free.

Richard Pate’s almshouses, in Albion 
street, are for six inmates, born in the 
town, and over sixty years of age; each 
inmate has two rooms and 8s. a week, 
supplemented by other payments at fixed 
periods. There are twelve cottage homes 
for aged people in Naunton Park, the gift 
of the late J. A. and Mrs. Hay. There 
are also ten almshouses on the St. Mark’s 
Housing Estate, erected by the Charity 
Organization Society under a bequest and 
called The Jesse Mary Chambers’ Alms­
houses.

The Cheltenham General Eye and 
Children’s Hospital is in Sandford road, 
and is an edifice of stone in the Classic 
style: the General Hospital was estab­
lished in 1834; a wing was added in 
1878: the west wing was extended in 
1909, and another block on the south­
west side and an extension of the Nurses’ 
Home were added in 1929. Orthopaedic 
and electro-therapeutic departments 
were opened in 1922, a genito-urinary 
department in 1928 and a gynaecological 
department in 1934. A ward extension, 
additional balconies and a lift were 
opened in 1934; an eye, ear, throat and 
nose hospital attached to the General 
hospital and an extension of the nurses’ 
home were opened in 1937. The Chelten­
ham Hospital for Children was amalga-
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mated with this hospital in 1947. The 
Female Orphan Asylum (now the Girls’ 
Orphanage) was founded by Queen 
Charlotte in 1806. The Delancey Hospi­
tal, Leckhampton, was founded by Miss 
Delancey, who bequeathed money for 
this purpose. The St. John Ambulance 
Brigade and the British Red Gross So­
ciety have an ambulance station at 86 
Gloucester road: the site provides living 
quarters for the staff, garaging for the 
six motor ambulances and a lecture hall 
to hold 500, in addition to grounds for 
training the 300 members.

The Cheltenham racecourse is at Prest­
bury Park.

The area of the borough is 5,146 acres. 
The population in 1931 was 50,204.

The number of electors on the parlia­
mentary register in July, 1949, was 
44,615.

CHELTENHAM COLLEGE, in the 
Bath road, founded in 1841, was opened at 
Midsummer, 1843; it was incorporated by 
Act of Parliament in 1894. Almost all 
the buildings are of Cotswold stone, and 
a new block of class-rooms constructed in 
the same material was added as part of 
the centenary commemoration. The 
chapel, which contains numerous memor­
ials to Old Cheltonians, was built to com­
memorate the jubilee of the college in 
1891. In the dining hall (formerly the 
library) hang the portraits of distinguished 
Old Cheltonians and forme»r head masters 
of the college. The monument in front 
of the college was erected in memory of 
Old Cheltonians killed in the South 
African War, and the chapel cloisters 
dedicated in 1921, were built in memory 
of Old Cheltonians who gave their lives 
for their country in the Great War (1914- 
1918). The college museum is open to 
the public on Tuesday afternoons. 
Thirlestaine House, in the Bath road, is 
a classic structure of the Ionic order. It 
is now used by Cheltenham College as a 
day boys’ centre, classrooms and for 
boarding accommodation for staff and 
boys. The six college boarding houses 
are grouped round the main college field. 
The college possesses its own swimming 
bath, fives and squash courts, hard tennis 
courts and further playing fields in 
Charlton Park. The buildings of the 
Junior school stand in their own grounds 
on the Thirlestaine Road facing the col­
lege. The college is controlled by a 
council of 10 life and 10 ordinary 
members.

DEAN CLOSE SCHOOL stands in its 
own grounds on the outskirts of the town 
just off the Lansdown road. It was 
founded in 1886 in memory of Dean Close 
of Carlisle, formerly Rector of Chelten­
ham. There is accommodation for about 
200 boarders in the senior school and 80 
boarders in the junior school. Day boys 
are also admitted to both parts of the 
School. The main block of buildings 
contains classrooms, laboratories, house 
rooms and dormitories, assembly hall, 
gymnasium and swimming bath, changing 
rooms and workshops. Near the main 
block is the War Memorial chapel. The 
junior school house is in Lansdown road, 
with its class-rooms adjacent. The main 
playing field lies between the two parts 
of the School. Head master, A. N. 
Gilkes M.A.; Head master Junior School 
E. J. B. Langhorne M.B.E., M.A.

THE CHELTENHAM LADIES’ COL­
LEGE, which is incorporated by Royal 
Charter, was founded in 1853 and opened 
in 1854 at Cambray house: in 1873 the 
work was transferred to new buildings 
erected at Bayshill, to which large 
additions have, since been made. The 
buildings which front St. George’s road, 
with a separate building in Bayshill 
road, contain (besides the halls of the 
different divisions) class and lecture 
rooms, a library containing over 13,000 
volumes, music rooms, art studios, ob­
servatory, and chemical, physical and 
biological laboratories: there is also the 
Princess hall, which is used for lectures, 
concerts &c. Boarders and day pupils 
together average about 875, including 
by-students. There are 14 boarding 
houses. The College has several playing 
fields in one of which is a swimming 
bath. Principal, Miss Margaret Evelyn 
Popham B.A.; Vice-Principal, Mrs, M. 
K. Goss B.A.
Bursar, David Leighton A.C.A.

____
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Charlton Kings is a parish on the 
high road from London to Cheltenham, 
with a station, 2 miles south-east from 
Cheltenham, 8| north-east from Glou­
cester, 105 via Oxford by rail and 92 by 
road from London; it is in the hundred, 
petty sessional division, county court dis­
trict, rural deanery and archdeaconry of 
Cheltenham and diocese of Gloucester. By 
the Redistribution of Seats Act, 1885, so 
much of the parish as lies to the north of 
the railway from Cheltenham to Banbury 
was included within the extended par­
liamentary borough of Cheltenham: a 
further portion was included in the 
borough from November 9th, 1893, 
and the parish is now wholly within the 
parliamentary and municipal borough 
of Cheltenham. Gas and electricity 
are available. The water supply is 
from Cheltenham. The river Chelt, 
which rises in the adjoining parish of 
Dowdeswell, runs through this parish. 
The parish adopted the Local Govern­
ment Act, December 31st, 1861, and 
was governed by a Local Board from 
1875, but under the provisions of the 
Act of 1894, it is now controlled by an 
Urban District Council of 12 members. 
The church of St. Mary is a building of 
stone in the Perpendicular style, con­
sisting of chancel, nave, aisles, transepts, 
south porch and an embattled central 
tower, with pinnacles, containing a clock 
and eight bells; the church contains a 
number of memorials: in 1901 a reredos 
of marble and alabaster was erected: a 
rood with moulded oak beam, mounted 
on corbels from the arch, was added in 
1920 as a memorial to 116 men connected 
with the parish who fell in the Great War 
1914-18; the names of the men are in­
scribed on a polished slab of stone on the 
east wall of the nave: the church was 
enlarged and repaired in 1878, the 
chancel was rebuilt in 1879 and the 
vestry was extended in memory of 
Herbert Cathorne Creek and Percy Gar- 
ratt Shewell, and a stained glass window 
inserted in 1917: in 1937-38 a baptistery 
was erected at the west end of the south 
aisle in memory of Rev. Canon Edgar 
Neale: there are 550 sittings: in the 
churchyard are the remains of a 
forteenth-century cross, which was re­
stored to its original form in 1912: there 
is a lychgate at the western entrance, 
presented in 1920 by R. W. Boulton esq. 
m memory of his father and nephew, and 
as a thank-offering for peace after the 
Great War 1914-18. In 1927 the old 
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vestry hall was converted into a church 
hall. The register dates from the year 
1538. The living is a perpetual curacy, 
in the gift of the Bishop of Gloucester, 
and has been held since 1949 by the Rev. 
Thomas C. J. R. H. Deakin M.A. of Wad­
ham College, Oxford. The ecclesiastical 
parish of the Holy Apostles was formed 
in 1885; the church, erected in 1871 and 
consecrated in 1885, is an edifice in the 
Geometrical Decorated style, and con­
sists of apsidal chancel with aisles, clere- 
storied nave, aisles, north and south 
porches and a turret containing one bell: 
the pulpit and seats are of oak, the 
chancel stalls and pulpit being carved: 
the lower part of the walls of the 
Sanctuary are deeply incised with varied 
designs: the reredos is of Caen stone, 
alabaster and marble and represents the 
Last Supper: the west window is stained 
and there are other memorial stained 
windows: there are memorial tablets in 
the church to the 44 men of the parish 
who. fell in the Great War 1914-18; to 
Capt. Kenneth Forbes-Robertson, killed 
in action November 7th, 1914, and to 2nd 
Lieut. F. Claude Uzzell, killed in action 
February 1st, 1918: there is also a 
memorial chapel dedicated to those who 
fell in the 1939-45 War: an oak screen 
enclosing the choir vestry was erected in 
1893 : new vestries were built at the west 
end in 1934: the church will seat about 
680 persons. The register dates from the 
year 1885. The living is a perpetual 
curacy, with a vicarage, in the gift of 
the Bishop of Gloucester, and has been 
held since 1944 by the Rev. Charles T. 
Peers, of the London College of Divinity. 
The church hall, built on glebe and ad­
joining the church, was opened in 1924: 
it will seat 400 people. There is a 
Methodist chapel in Ryeworth road, built 
in 1874, and a Baptist chapel in Church 
street, built in 1875. A cross of Monks 
Park stone, with a base of Cotswold 
stone, was erected in 1920 as a memorial 
to the men connected with Charlton 
Kings who fell in the Great War 1914-18. 
Charlton Kings Club and Institute, 
erected in 1888-89, is a structure of red 
brick. Ashley Manor is the seat of Lady 
Dixon-Hartland. New Battledown Knoll 
are some remains of a Roman camp. 
The soil is sand in some parts, clay and 
gravel in others; subsoil clay. The chief 
crops are wheat, barley, grass and roots. 
The area of the civil parish and Urban 
District is 3,399 acres of land and nine of 
water; the population in 1931 was 4,728. 
The population of the ecclesiastical
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parishes in 1931 was: St. Mary (parish 
church), 4,056; Holy Apostles, 2,144.

In 1894, by Local Government Board 
Order No. 31,815, that part of Charlton 
Kings civil parish in Cheltenham muni­
cipal borough was added to Cheltenham 
civil parish, and by the County of 
Gloucester Review Order, 1935, a further 
part of the urban district of Charlton 
Kings was transferred to the Borough of 
Cheltenham.

Leckhampton is a parish with a 
station (Cheltenham South and Leck- 
hampton), 2 miles south from Chelten­
ham and diocese of Gloucester. A large 
sessional division, county court district, 
rural deanery and archdeaconry of Chelten­
ham and diocese of Gloucester. A large 
portion of this parish is included in the 
borough of Cheltenham. Gas and elec­
tricity are available. The water supply 
is from Cheltenham. The church of St. 
Peter is an edifice of stone, principally 
in the Early English style, consisting of 
chancel, nave of six bays, aisles, north 
porch and a central tower, with spire, 
containing 8 bells, two of which were 
added in 1904: in the church are some 
ancient memorials: all the windows are 
stained and there are various mural 
tablets, one of which is to the last lineal 
descendant of Francis Drake: there are 
sittings for 400 persons; on the north 
side of the churchyard are four recum­
bent stone effigies, much dilapidated. 
The register of burials dates from the 
year 1682; baptisms, 1709; marriages, 
1719. The living is a rectory, with resi­
dence, in the gift of the Bishop of 
Gloucester, and has been held since 1941 
by the Rev. Eric William Bradley 
Cordingly A.K.C., C.F. The Parish Hall, 
erected in 1896-7, is a building of stone. 
Leckhampton Court is an ancient mansion 
of stone of the sixteenth century. The 
soil is part clayey and part sandy loam; 
subsoil, gravelly and stoney and in some 
parts clay. The chief crops are wheat 
and barley. The area of the parish is 
1,203 acres; the population of the 
ecclesiastical parish of St. Peter in 1931 
was 1,931.

In 1804, by Local Government Board 
Order No. 31,815, that part of Leckhamp­
ton civil parish which was in the 
municipal borough of Cheltenham was 
transferred to Cheltenham civil parish. 
Under the County of Gloucester feeview 
Order, 1935, a further part of the parish 

was transferred to the borough of Chel­
tenham.

Prestbury is a parish, and was a 
market town in the time of Henry III; it 
is on the road from Cheltenham to Winch- 
combe, 2 miles north-east from Chelten­
ham and 8 south-by-east from Tewkes­
bury; it is in the lower division of the 
hundred of Deerhurst, petty sessional 
division, county court district, rural dean­
ery and archdeaconry of Cheltenham and 
diocese of Gloucester. Gas and electricity 
are available. The water supply is obtained 
from Cheltenham. The church of St. 
Mary is an ancient building of stone, 
principally in the Early English and Per­
pendicular styles, consisting of chancel, 
clerestoried nave, aisles, south porch and 
an embattled western tower containing a 
clock and 8 bells: all the windows are 
stained, and there are various memorial 
tablets in the church which was restored 
in 1864: there is a stone tablet bearing 
the names of the men of the parish who 
fell in the Great War 1914-18, on the wall 
of the south chapel: there are 500 
sittings. The register dates from the 
year 1633. The living is a vicarage, with 
residence, in the gift of W. Baghot-De la 
Bere esq. and has been held since 1944 
by the Rev. Henry Wilmot Hill M.A. of 
Christ Church, Oxford. There is a 
Union Congregational chapel in Deep 
street, erected in 1860, with 200 sittings. 
In the centre of the village is a stone 
lantern cross mounted on three stone 
steps, bearing on the panels at the base 
the names of the men of the parish who 
lost their lives in the Great War,1914-18. 
There is a Cottage Almshouse available 
for three occupants, each receiving about 
5s. weekly. Cheltenham race course is in 
this parish, and near the entrance is a 
station on the Western Region railway 
(for race days). Prestbury House, the 
seat of Major Christopher Capel, is a 
stone mansion standing in its own 
grounds, and is more than 400 years old. 
The soil is various, from keen sand to 
stiff clay; subsoil, chiefly gravel and clay. 
The chief crops are wheat and roots. The 
area is 2,764 acres; the population in 
1931 was 2,154. Under the County of 
Gloucester Review Order, 1935, parts of 
this parish, including the Pittville Pump 
Rooms, was transferred to the borough 
of Cheltenham.

Hoverton is a hamlet 1 mile east. 
Part of PITTVILLE is in Cheltenham.
